	Intro. Activity: 8-10 min.
	Team Hangman: Each group will have a specific amount of blank spaces for the certain word. Teacher will tell the entire class the definition or example of the word.  Each member one at a time will go to the board and fill in the blanks. The words used are from the information in the chapter.
A1: Students are ready and looking forward to class.

C1: Students will think of the correct word which is the answer to the question the teacher asks

P1: Students will move as quickly as possible to the board one at a time to fill in the blank letter spots.
	AA1: Teacher will ask students at random if they enjoy discussing relationships
AC1:  Teacher will note the teams with the correct words of the answer to the questions

AP1: Teacher will note who moves the quickest


	Teams will sit in a row facing toward the chalkboard
	Problem Solving: Students must work together to figure out the health-related words
	Students need to clear the isles and try not to run into each other.

	Lesson Focus: 50-60 min.
	Lecture and Discussion: Teacher will present information required from the chapter and discuss with the class
Groups will form to discuss with each over on the pros and cons of teenage pregnancy and responsibility.

Groups will be used to discuss the important aspects of relationships

A1: Students are looking forward to learning new info on relationships
C1:  Students will ask questions on information they are not sure about
C2: Students will remember the information gone over since the beginning of the class 
C3: Students will discuss with their group and present to the class of what they think are 5 pros and 5 cons of teenage pregnancy

C4: Students will explain and discuss the each pro and con from the ones written upon the board

C5: Students will determine as a group the order which they think of 5 different vital aspects of relationships

P1: A student in each group for the two discussions
	AA1: Teacher will ask students at random what they feel about discussing relationships
AC1: Teacher will present required information
AC2: Teacher will occasionally review over information already gone over with thought provoking questions 
AC3: Teacher will note on the pros and cons on the board, and determine if they were related & detailed to the subject
AC4: Teacher will note the knowledge and the ability to explain of each student when asked for the pros and cons

AC5: Teacher will note the appropriate aspects of relationships
AP1: Teacher will note the quickness in which the students come and write their information upon the board

	Students will be in their own desks.
Students will be split into equal groups so everyone in the groups is facing each other with one as the spokesperson
	Group Discussion: Teacher will give information of required material from the chapter over.  After information is given, groups will be implemented to discuss specific topics from the chapter  

	

	Closing Activity: 8-10 min
	History Game: Each group will have about 4-6 min to discuss the order in which to rank specified periods of time from the past history and explain why

A1: Students are ready and looking forward to class.

C1: Students will work with their group in ranking specified items in any order and an explanation

P1: Students will move from original seats to specific area with group.


	AA1: Teacher will note the enthusiasm which the students are expressing paying attention to what the teacher says

AC1: Teacher will ask students why they put certain periods of time in their order

AP1: Teacher will note who is moving to their group location the quickest
	Students are sitting in their own desks.

Students will move to a certain area with a certain group.
